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The economic challenges of 2008 and those we face in 2009/10 have only
reinforced the need for Jefferson County Community foundation.  The
mission of the Foundation is to inspire donors to invest in Jefferson
County and to achieve their charitable goals from generation to
generation through grant making, enlightened civic leadership and
strategic community investments.  This is the time to support our
community, the emergency services families need as well as the broad
spectrum of other services which add vibrancy to our lives and enhance
our community.
In 2008, the Jefferson County Community Foundation added one Giving
Circle, one new board member, two new scholarship funds and one new
designated endowment fund.  JCCF increased the number of community
grants to two – given to OlyCap Working Image and Big Brothers Big
Sisters.  Beginning in September, we hosted three facilitated networking
meetings through the Jefferson County Nonprofit Alliance and provided a
seminar on volunteer management.  JCCF provided numerous other
activities to local nonprofit agencies.
Our community would not be the same without our nonprofit community
and their leadership.  The JCCF Board continues its dedication to these
agencies through education and financial support.  We applaud the efforts
of all the groups in Jefferson County who serve our diverse populations
and interests.

donor fund update

In 2008, two new endowments were created in memory of a beloved
community member, Barbara Marseille.  The Jefferson County
Historical Society Barbara Marseille Endowment Fund and the
Barbara Marseille Endowed Arts Scholarship.  What a wonderful
way to honor Barbara for her leadership and dedication to our
community.
In addition, an anonymous donor set up the University Women’s
Foundation Scholarship (UWF) for girls graduating from a Jefferson
County Public High School.

The Noon Rotary Club sponsored the Dr. H. Kennith Carter Fund for
Children’s Hospital as their ‘fund-a-cause’. Rotary raised an additional
$30,400 for this important endowment fund that helps to off-set the
cost of uncompensated care for children from Jefferson County.  The
Port Townsend Public Library Foundation Restricted Funds also
grew by $5,500 in 2008.

founding investor circle

JCCF initiated its first giving circle this year with 13 women who made
the decision to learn more about the current and emerging needs in
Jefferson County.  The Circle’s first year was spent meeting with and
reviewing programs with the goal of identifying an organization that is
making a systemic change in our county.  The nonprofit selected to
receive the first grant is challenged to show that this change is also
sustainable.  Three organizations have been invited to submit
proposals for the $13,000 grant, which will be awarded in late April
2009.  The Giving Circle will award grants in 2009 and 2010.
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The Jefferson County Nonprofit Alliance, the education arm of the
community foundation, has been especially busy this year.  We
launched, with the generous support of the Satterberg and Medina
Foundations, a nonprofit leadership program.

Facilitated Networking Sessions began in the fall.  Quarterly
gatherings for executive directors, volunteer coordinators,
development staff and board chairs will continue into 2009.  These
sessions encourage collaboration and promote promising practices in
our nonprofit sector.   Nearly 40 people attended during the first four
sessions.

A Volunteer Management Seminar was offered to a capacity crowd
late in October, 2008.  Representatives from over fifteen agencies
attended.  There are plans to offer several seminars in 2009.

The second annual Grantmaker’s Forum was held in May.  All
nonprofit agencies were invited to submit proposals for public review.
The forum is a popular learning opportunity for the entire community.
Each year has a special focus, in 2008 it was evaluation.  The third
annual Grantmaker’s Forum will be held May 13, 2009.
